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One on one instruction is available for children and adults.  Lessons are based on the student’s individual needs and learning style.  Lessons are fun and educational, I strive to build a love of music and of singing in each student, and foster their natural creativity in a structured environment.  I have many years of experience teaching at all levels and styles.

Tuition and Fees

Half-hour lessons:

Tuition is pre-paid on a monthly basis at a charge of $15 for a half hour lesson. See calendar for payments due, lesson schedule, and monthly charges.


Hour-long lessons:

Tuition is pre-paid on a monthly basis at a charge of $25 for an hour lesson. See calendar for payments due, lesson schedule, and monthly charges.

When is payment due?

Payment is due before the end of the current month to reserve your lesson time for the upcoming month.  If payment is not received, we will assume you are not continuing and the lesson time will be made available to another student.
Attendance Policy
Can I make up a lesson?
Yes, absolutely.  If 24 hours notice is given for a cancellation, you may recoup your lesson in the event of the absence of another student. Regular attendance of lessons is necessary for progress and continuity.  The tuition you pay reserves a specific lesson time with your teacher (example: Wednesdays from 4:30-5:00) each week, therefore, your lesson cannot be rescheduled.  There is no reduction in tuition or credit issued for lessons missed or canceled by the student, including for illness or vacation.  I cannot guarantee that missed lessons will be made up. You may not recoup lessons canceled with less than 24 hours notice. 

It is YOUR responsibility to keep track of missed lessons and make-up lessons are to be initiated by YOU. You may call Elizabeth on the morning of the day of lessons to see if there is an opening that day for a make-up lesson. You can also email Elizabeth periodically to remind her that you would like to be considered for a make-up lesson if one should come up, however, it is still your responsibility to schedule the make-up lesson. A student may travel to different studios to make up lessons on a different, if he/she desires, if there is an opening.

During extreme winter months, Elizabeth may schedule a day for make-up lessons to help recoup missed lessons for weather-related reasons at her discretion and availability. If there is no school in your county the day of your lessons, there will be NO lesson that day.  Elizabeth will not contact you if there is no school that day.  It will be assumed that you will not show up for lessons if there is no school.
Recitals and Materials Twice a year, I host studio recitals so that students have the opportunity to perform for friends and family.  Students are not required to participate in recitals.  Music is usually provided by the teacher, however, there may be books she will recommend.  You may also bring in music that you are interested in learning. Music should be age-appropriate and the teacher has the right to refuse to teach music that is not appropriate or the right level for the student.

I understand that if there is no school in my county on a lesson day, there will be no lesson. These lessons are not guaranteed to be made up, however, you may re-schedule a lesson through Elizabeth if times are available.

I understand that Elizabeth will only wait 10 minutes for a student to show for lessons, and if I show up 5 minutes late, the lesson will still end on time.  I also understand that I have the right to leave after waiting for 10 minutes for Elizabeth.

I understand that I have the right to express concerns and comments directly to Elizabeth, who is willing to work with you. Elizabeth reserves the same right.

Let’s work together to make lessons an amazing opportunity to learn the art of singing, the creativity of artistic license, and the precise craft of musicianship.  I am always amazed at what my students teach me about life, music, and humanity.  I cannot wait to see what I learn from you!  (  Let’s make music together!
